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CHAPTER- I 

DISTRICT IN GENERAL 

 

In ancient times Western Assam was known as Kamarupa, which existed in harmony 

with Davaka of central Assam. Kamarupa was divided into Kamarupa Pithas or geographical 

divisions; Nalbari placed in Kamapitha division. Region continued to be called as Kamrup till 

colonial times. The area congruent to Kamapitha became Undivided Kamrup district of 

colonial and post colonial times until 1985, when Nalbari district was carved out. Nalbari was 

declared a sub division of undivided Kamrup District in 1967. The district was created on 14 

August 1985 when it was split from Kamrup district. 1 June 2004 saw the formation of from 

parts of three districts, including Nalbari. Nalbari district occupies an area of 2,257 square 

kilometres (871 sq mi), comparatively equivalent to Indonesia's Morotai Island. The latitude 

of Nalbari is 26 degrees north and 27 degrees north and the longitude is 91 degrees east 

and 97 degrees east. The tributaries of the Brahmaputra, the Nona, Buradia, Pagaldia, 

Borolia and Tihu, which originate in the foothills of the Himalayan Range, are wild in nature 

and make an enormous contribution to the agrarian economy of the district.

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CLIMATE 

The climate of the district is sub-tropical in nature with warm and humid summer followed 

by cool and dry winter. The average annual rainfall of the district is 2029 mm, which, 

however, shows spatial and temporal variations.  The district has 66.57% cultivable and 

61.14% cultivated area of the total area, respectively. Though the district comprises 2.6% 

of stateôs geographical area, it has 5.46% and 4.96% of the stateôs net and gross cropped 

area, respectively. Hence, there exists potentiality for increasing gross cropped area 

substantially. The district has 4.67% cultivable wasteland, which may be used for 

agricultural production. About 4.5% of the total area is barren land and 9.72% of total 

geographical area is put to non-agricultural uses.

TOPOGRAPHY 

Nalbari district is located in the central western part of Assam state between 910 07ô E and 

910 47ô E longitudes and 260N and 5805ô N latitude. The mean elevation of the district is 89 

m above msl. The district headquarter Nalbari is located about 75 km away from the state 

capital Guwahati and is linked with both road and rail network. The district is characterized 

by almost plain topography with a gentle slope from north towards south, ending in newly 

built up char land and the river Brahmaputra. The total area of the district is 98428.59 ha 

after reorientation for the creation of Baksa district 

 The details of soil types prevalent in the district are depicted in Table 4 .

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It can be inferred from the above table that the area under sandy loam soil group is largest 

(30.86%), followed by alluvial soil (26.17%). Clay loam and sandy soil occupy 24.36% and 

15.45% respectively, while clay soil has the least area (5.33%) out of the total cultivable 

area of the district. Sandy loam and clay loam soils are concentrated mostly in the north 

and central part of the district while alluvial soils are concentrated in the southern part of 

the district. The soils of the district are suitable for most of the agricultural and horticultural 

crops. Of late, siltation and sand deposition problems are posing serious threats in some 

pockets of the district. Suitable technologies that can effectively address the problem need 

to be evolved and tried.  

 

FOREST 

In Nalbari district low land area is more compare to the forest land area which is only

CULTURE AND EDUCATION:  

 

Culture: Nalbari is also famous for its cultural bent of mind and probably showcases the 

best theatre talent in its mobile theatre tradition.  There are a surfeit of musicians, poets, 

linguists and painters in Nalbari. The Raax festival of Nalbari attracts lakhs of people and 

last year efforts were made to give this festival a wider publicity and in the long run it is 

hoped that this festival will be adequately packaged to attract more tourists. Though 

Nalbari has relatively higher percentage of educated youth however the education in all 

fairness does not compare with the rest of the nation, as most of the youth are educated up 

to the 10th class, which is not of much use. Further the education is mostly in Assamese 

medium and most of the youth have poor knowledge of written and spoken English. 

However this is a systemic deficiency, which needs correction from the very top. 

 

Education: The rate of total literacy of the Nalbari District, according to 2011 census, is 

79.89% as against 80.95% in 2001. The rural literacy rate is 78.44%, while the urban rate is 

91.46%. Male literacy is 85.58% consisting of Rural 84.38% and Urban 95.24%. Female 

literacy is 73.85% consisting of Rural 72.14% and Urban 87.48%. The total literacy rate of 

the state as a whole is 73.18%..Educational opportunities in Nalbari are of high quality. It 

boasts of producing most number of toppers in School level. Nalbari is famous 
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for Sanskrit education and known as "Nabadeep" for presence of various Sanskrit education 

institutions. 

First School was set up in Nalbari in the year 1887, which later known as Nalbari Govt 

Gurdon H.S School. Nalbari College, Nalbari; Nalbari Sanskrit College, Nalbari; Nalbari 

Commerce College, Nalbari; MNC Balika College, Nalbari;Barbhag College, Kamarkuchi; 

Baska College, Mashalpur; Barkhetri College, Mukalmua; Tihu College, Tihu; Barama 

College, Barama; Kamrup College, Chamata; Dhamdhama Anchalik Mahavidyalaya, 

Dhamdhama; Dhamdhama Anchalik Mahavidyalaya, Dhamdhama; Gyanpeeth 

Mahavidyalaya; Nalbari Law College, Nalbari;D.S.R.Academy, nalbari are some premier 

colleges of Nalbari. Along with 28 Higher Secondary Schools, 145 High Schools, and 276 

ME and MV Schools, Nalbari have massive educational infrastructure. 

"Kumar Bhaskar Varma Sanskrit and Ancient Studies University" named after glorious king 

of Kamarupa, Bhaskar Varman and "Planetarium and the Science Centre" at Sariahtali, 

added upto existing system.

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HEALTH CARE SECTOR 

Most of the hospitals are not able to discharge their duties to the full satisfaction of 

people because of various constraints. Endeavours shall be made to improve the 

infrastructure as well as services at the Civil Hospital at Nalbari and at various health 

institutions. It is hoped that this general improvement of Health institutions will benefit the 

middle class people. Nalbari District has been selected as one of the district to be taken up 

for assistance under SECTOR INVESTMENT PROGRAMME (SIP). The SIP will support 

efforts at bringing about structural, systematic and operational reforms, create synergies 

with the RCH which would help improving quantity and quality of services on an 

accelerated pace. The district administration shall focus on the following in order to build up 

and to provide better medical facilities to people- 

 In order to remove inconvenience for both patients and staff, the indoor complex of 

SMK civil Hospital Nalbari shall be completed as at present all indoor patients are 

accommodated in the outdoor complex of the hospital. 

 Facilities like drug-de-addiction center, STD clinic, blood bank shall be added to 

SMK civil Hospital. 

 Construction of Waiting cum Rest house for outdoor patients and for relative of 

indoor patient outside the main hospital building. 

 Renovation of the whole hospital and in particular the Toilet Blocks, Labour room 

and Operation Theater.  

 The Tihu CHC, the Mussalpur CHC and the Tamulpur CHC shall be upgraded to 

FRUs. The functioning of Tihu FRU is expected to start by March 2004 while 

Mussalpur, Tamulpur, Kalag FRU is expected to start by July2004. 

 Since the sub-centres play an important with regard to home visits, antenatal, post-

natal check-up, baby care, immunization. All the 190 sub-centres shall be repaired. 

In addition to state and central funds contributory funds from voluntary organizations 

need to be tapped for this purpose. 

 The block PHCs shall also be improved. 

 As regards health programmes are concerned, leproscopic sterilization, MTP, eye-

operation, surgical operation shall be increased by 25% by July 2004. Moreover 100 

% registration & reporting of MTP cases shall be ensured by July 2004. 

 Since the awareness of national health programmes amongst people are almost 

negligible, the people shall be made aware of their objectives through GPs, NGOs, 

local persons, women vigilance committees. This is expected to start from 

September 2003. 
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 Last but not the least, as areas under Tamulpur & Mussalpur PHC are malaria-

prone areas, steps shall be taken to control, malaria on war footing. Anti-Malaria. 

Research center can be set up in this area. 

 The attendance of doctors has also been stressed upon.

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SERICULTURE 

The sector closely related with weaving is Sericulture. Each of 32 officers of Sericulture Deptt 

will develop an area covering 10 hectares of land. Therefore, the officers will take up 10 

hectares X 32=320 hectors of minimum land under Sericulture production. Secondly all 

officers will form maximum numbers of usersô group formation. Thirdly, schemes like 

development of farms and nurseries at available land with the deptt may be taken up with 

help of the DRDA in all the Blocks. A project under special SGSY for development of 

Sericulture in Nalbari district under preparation the area under food plants of eri seed cocoon 

and muga silk cocoon has slightly increased in 2005 over 1995 and 2000. Similarly, the 

production of eri seed cocoon, eri cut cocoon, muga reeling cocoon, muga reeling cocoon 

and muga silk have also slightly increased during the last decade. The details of production 

of sericulture commodities are depicted in Table.

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CHAPTER- II. 
AGRICULTURAL SCENARIO OF THE DISTRICT 

 

CROPS 

1. Field Crops 

 The data for area under different crops in the district indicates that the area under 

autumn paddy (Ahu rice) is not increasing since 1990 due to water scarcity, lack of improved 

varieties and large scale adoption of HYV of winter paddy (Table 31). The area under 

summer paddy has also not increased due to fluctuation of weather conditions and frequent 

occurrence of floods. The table also highlights that the area under winter paddy, oilseeds 

and lentil has remained almost unchanged while the area under green gram and blackgram 

has decreased considerably. However, areas under lentil and pea have remained almost 

constant. Since 1986, the area under Jute has been showing a declining trend, basically on 

account of poor quality of fibre of traditional varieties, price instability and availability of 

plastic alternatives.

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Table below depicts the productivity of important crops of the district from 1986 to 

2005 and 2013. It can be inferred from the table that the productivity of autumn paddy has 

remained almost constant over time while the same for winter and summer paddy has shown 

phenomenal increase during the period under reference, despite decrease in area. The 

increase in productivity of winter paddy can be attributed to large scale adoption of high 

yielding varieties. The productivity of jute, despite decrease in area, and most pulses has 

remained same over time due to lack of suitable varieties and technologies while the 

productivity of lentil and pea has increased.

2. Horticultural Crops 

 Table  highlights the area under different horticultural crops over the last twenty years. 

As can be inferred from the table, the area under banana and pineapple has increased by 

17.7% and 14.20% respectively during last five years due to area expansion programme of 

the government, while the area under Rabi vegetables and chilies have increased gradually  

for cultivation in commercial basis in certain pockets.  Areas under all other vegetables and 

fruits have remained almost constant over time. Different factors such as absence of market 
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incentives, lack of awareness, absence of motivation and entrepreneurial spirit, poor 

extension support, floods etc. have been instrumental in the poor area expansion of these 

crops.

Productivity of horticultural crops has also remained constant over time excepting an 

increase of 5.6% in Rabi vegetables due to commercial cultivation with modern technologies. 

There is marginal increase in productivity of Papaya, Chilies, Turmeric, Ginger and Kharif 

vegetables. On the other hand, the productivity of pineapple has actually declined. The 

principal reasons for low productivity are: 

i) Lack of knowledge on modern technologies. 

ii) Availability of quality seeds and planting materials. 

iii) Lack of assured market. 
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iv) Poor infrastructure. 

v) Absence of storage facilities

The productivity and reproductively of the indigenous live stocks are poor in 

comparison to the exotic breeds but they are well adapted to local hot and humid climatic 

condition.

Nalbari, Mukalmua and Tihu .The sub divisional Agricultural 

Officer heads each sub-division and Senior Agricultural Development officers assist 

him.Each sub division has a number of Agricultural Development Officer (ADO) circles.The 

ADO heads the circle and supervises and implements all departmental schemes in the circle 

with the help of village level extension workers(VLEW) and Agricultural Inspectors.Each 

VLEW has his own Eleka under each ADO circle for effective implementaion of schemes. 

Therefore, a good network and organizational set up exist in the district from village level to 

district level. 

 

2. Krishi Vigyan Kendra (KVK):   

 The KVK has been established in 2004 at Nalbari by the Indian Council of Agricultural 

Research (ICAR) at Sariahtoli under the ages of Assam Agricultural University, which is 

headed by the Programme Coordinator. There are six subject matter specialists and two 

number of Programme Assistant to assist him.The main function of the institute is to conduct 

on farm trials, frontline demonstration on oilseeds, pulses, frontier technology, in service 

training of extension workers on latest technologies, dissemination of modern agricultural 

technology to the farmers by imparting vocational training programmes. Recently 

KVK,Nalbari has been awarded by ICAR,New Delhi as  Best KVK  under ZONE III for 2014.

The clinic extends vaccination facilities to combat 

the communicable diseases in animals and poultry birds and organizes animal health camps 

in association with the State Animal Husbandry Department, Dairy Department and Co-

operative milk societies. The clinic also offers consultation and door-step treatment of 

animals on nominal charges. 
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v. Farm Advisory Services 

The Kendra organizes field visits as per the requirements of farmers to solve specific field 

problems. The Kendra also encourages the farmers in remote and distant locations to use 

communication media to contact the centre to solve their immediate field problems.

The Kendra organizes study tours for farmers to various research centres and fields of 

progressive farmers for óseeing and studyingô. 

 

vii. Farmer's visit to the Kendra 

Farmers are encouraged to visit the Kendra in person to discuss and solve their specific field 

problems and to get hands-on knowledge on the latest technologies available in agriculture 

and allied fields. 

 

viii. Exhibitions, Kisan Melas, Camps, etc. 

The KVK regularly participates in exhibitions organized by local and statutory bodies, 

depicting its various activities and providing on the spot consultancies to the visitors. The 

Kendraôs stalls have bagged many awards. Farmers and others visit the pavilions of the KVK 

and avail the facilities offered there, including supply of elite planting materials.
